The City of Jacksonville with cooperation by Texas Parks & Wildlife and U.S.
Army Corp of Engineers are involved in an integrated hydrilla management program in
Lake Jacksonville. The goal isto attain an ecological balance in our Lake. The project
has three phases. (1) Chemical control, (2) Introduction of favorable aguatic vegetation;
and (3) Introduction of grass carp.

The City has commissioned a licensed applicator to treat hydrilla, in the infested
areas, beginning June 13, 14 & 15, 2006 The herbicide Aquathol K, liquid and
granular, will be applied at a rate of 3 parts per million. If conditions do not permit
application on the target dates, June 20, 21 & 22, 2006 will be the alternate dates. If
further delays are required notification will be made in the Jacksonville Daily Progress or
available through the Public Works Department at 903-541-0150 or City Hall at 903-586-
3510

The following restrictions for lake water usage within 600 feet of a treated area
are asfollows:

1) Do not usefish from treatment area for food and feed within three (3)
days of treatment.

2.) Do not use water from treatment area for: watering livestock,

irrigation, domestic purposes or preparing agricultural sprays for
food cropswithin fourteen (14) days from application.
